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Providing an EHC service in Warrington
Key facts about the EHC service
Following changes to the NHS structure in April 2013 Sexual health services, including the pharmacy EHC service came under the remit of the Warrington Borough Council. 

If I want to provide the community pharmacy EHC service what do I need to do?
1. Pharmacists must have satisfied the requirements of Self Declaration of Competence for Community Pharmacy for Emergency Contraception. (This may include the completion of CPPE learning packages on Emergency Hormonal Contraception.) Pharmacists need to have read, understood and signed copies of the PGDs.
2. The accredited Pharmacists are required to undertake basic awareness training in child and adult safeguarding.  The WSCB offer free training 'Safeguarding Children - a shared responsibility' which provides awareness training on the CAF model and safeguarding training accessible via http://warringtonlscb.org/professionals/inter-agency-training/  and WBC provides Induction training on Adult safeguarding, which is accessible via talentmanagement@warrington.gov.uk  

Alternatively safeguarding training can be achieved by the successful completion of the CPPE safeguarding course – Safeguarding Children and Vulnerable Adults  e-learning package and assessment.
3. NICE Competency framework: The Pharmacist should have achieved the competency levels specified in the NICE Competency Framework for Health Professionals using Patient Group Directions. http://www.nice.org.uk/Guidance/MPG2/Resources
Pharmacists are required to review their competence via the completion of a new declaration of competence every 2 years.

Warrington Borough Council requires evidence of successful completion of:

· An accredited Safeguarding Children open learning programme

· A Declaration of Competence in Emergency Hormonal Contraception

· Signed copies of the latest versions of the PGDs.
